
Greater Fort Lauderdale offers a 
lively mix of seasonal events, 
cultural experiences, and fami-
ly-friendly attractions that make it a 
top destination for travelers. At the 
heart of downtown Fort Lauderdale, 
Huizenga Park has been trans-
formed through a $15 million 
transformation into a 3.6 acre urban 
green space along Las Olas Boule-
vard and the New River. The 
redesigned park features a 
children’s play mound, shaded 
seating, landscaped gardens, public 
art and the city’s first dedicated 
downtown dog run.

Greater Fort Lauderdale is buzzing with new 
openings and freshly renovated properties, 
offering travelers modern design, upgraded 
amenities, and prime coastal locations. Omni 
Fort Lauderdale, part of the Broward County 
Convention Center District expansion, opened 
in December 2025 with 801 rooms, six dining 
venues, a panoramic pool deck, a full-service 
spa and the destination’s tallest rooftop bar – 
all just minutes from beaches, Port Everglades, 
and the airport, making it a hub for both 
business and leisure travelers.

Fort Lauderdale Marriott Pompano Beach 
Resort completed a multi-phase, multimil-
lion-dollar renovation in January 2026, unveil-
ing 219 redesigned guestrooms. The newly 
reimagined resort introduces a refreshed 
beachfront stay, combining contemporary 
design, enhanced guest experiences and 
unobstructed ocean views of Pompano Beach. 

The Garden Hotel and Resort, formally the 
Royal Beach Palace, reopened late 2025 
following a full renovation and complete 
rebrand as a redesigned boutique resort. The 
155-room property showcases modern coastal 
design, three inviting outdoor pools and a new 
on-site restaurant, The Greenhouse. Conve-
niently situated near Fort Lauderdale Beach, 
the retreat offers travelers a relaxed, tropi-
cal-inspired escape.
